*NOTE: Work experience in firefighting means length of time in calendar years as an active member in
good standing in a fire department. This does not have to be full-time experience.

NOTE: At time of appointment, New York State Public Officers Law requires United States Citizenship.

Once appointed, candidates must meet the training and certification requirements set forth by the
Office of Fire Prevention and Control. (see section 434.5 — Certification of Code Enforcement Personnel -
of the Official Compilation of Codes, Rules and Regulations of the State of New York (NYCRR)).
