Project Updates

Branding + Project Identity

The project team unveiled the proposed branding and asked Committee members for feedback.

The Hamlet Committee selected the name and
subtitle of the project to be, “The Northern Hamlet Master Plan: Bridging Our Future Together".

e Mottville from Auburn - dense housing; County line
